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Most of the scores are at the lower end, but there are none of the very lowest or highest scores.














After collecting peoples’ opinions about environments, the following 4 stem and leaf graphs were drawn. Graphs are useful because they show us what people think or how people responded.
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More people feel negatively about the environment, but the scores are quite spread out. This shows that people feel quite differently about it.
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It shows that people do not strongly agree about the environment








The leaves are very spread out. There is a lot of variation in the scores.








This means that the data has a high range. 








The scores are bunched together around the low scores

Describe what you see


Try to say what that means mathematically


Give a reason why that might be true
